Core Health & Safety Policy
1. Policy Statement
Rose Bruford College is committed to providing a safe and healthy environment for all staff, students, and visitors. We recognise our legal duties under the Health and Safety at Work etc. Act 1974 and will ensure, so far as is reasonably practicable, the health, safety and welfare of everyone affected by our activities.
2. Our Commitment
We will:
· Provide safe premises, equipment and systems of work
· Ensure adequate information, instruction, training and supervision
· Maintain safe access and egress to all areas
· Consult with staff and students on health and safety matters
· Continuously review and improve our safety performance
3. Leadership and Accountability
Governing Body has ultimate responsibility for health and safety policy and ensuring adequate resources are available.
Principal and CEO has overall executive responsibility for implementing this policy and ensuring compliance with health and safety legislation.
College Executive Group supports the Principal and CEO in developing health and safety strategy and monitoring performance.
College Health and Safety Committee meets termly to review policies, incidents, and improvement actions.
4. Everyone's Responsibilities
All Staff must:
· Take reasonable care for their own safety and that of others
· Follow college health and safety procedures and instructions
· Report hazards, incidents and unsafe conditions immediately
· Cooperate with health and safety training and risk assessments
· Not interfere with safety equipment or procedures
All Students must:
· Follow health and safety instructions from the college staff
· Use equipment safely and as instructed
· Report any safety concerns or incidents
· Not misuse or interfere with safety equipment
· Take care of their own safety and that of others
Managers and Heads of Department must:
· Implement this policy in their areas
· Ensure staff and students receive appropriate training
· Carry out regular safety inspections and risk assessments
· Report significant safety issues to senior management
· Investigate incidents and implement corrective actions
5. Key Safety Arrangements
Detailed procedures are provided in our specific policies covering:
· Accident reporting and investigation
· Fire safety and emergency procedures
· First aid arrangements
· Risk assessment procedures
· Safe working practices for specific activities
6. Training and Information
The college will provide:
· Health and safety induction for all new staff and students
· Specific training for higher-risk activities
· Regular updates on safety procedures and legal requirements
· Access to competent health and safety advice
7. Monitoring and Review
We will:
· Monitor safety performance through regular inspections and audits
· Review this policy annually
· Report on safety performance to the Governing Body
· Continuously improve our safety management systems
Procedures and guidance documents for specific activities and risks will support this policy. All policies will be reviewed annually and updated as necessary to reflect changes in legislation and college activities. 
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
