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Smoke-Free Policy
Policy Statement
Rose Bruford College operates a completely smoke-free environment. Smoking is prohibited throughout all college premises and grounds.
Scope
This policy applies to:
· All buildings owned or leased by the college
· All outdoor areas within college boundaries
· College vehicles
· All college-related activities off-site
Definition of Smoking
For the purposes of this policy, smoking includes:
· Traditional cigarettes and cigars
· Electronic cigarettes and vaping devices
Exceptions
(The only exception in the original policy was for essential performance use in main theatres with specific approval and risk assessment - this should be detailed if still applicable)
Compliance
· Designated smoking areas are not provided on college premises
· Staff and students wishing to smoke must leave the college premises entirely
· Smoking materials found on college premises will be confiscated
· Breaches of this policy may result in disciplinary action
Support
Staff and students wishing to quit smoking can access support through:
· NHS smoking cessation services

Procedures and guidance documents for specific activities and risks will support this policy. All policies will be reviewed annually and updated as necessary to reflect changes in legislation and college activities. 
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
