Alcohol Policy
General Alcohol Provision
Alcohol may only be served at college events when:
· Prior approval obtained from The Director of Service Delivery or The Head of Operations.
· The College only holds an alcohol licence for selling alcohol within the Rose Theatre and Café. Temporary licenses should be obtained for selling alcohol elsewhere on the grounds
· Comply with College Alcohol Licencing 
· Event has designated responsible persons present
· Non-alcoholic alternatives of equal quality are available
· Substantial food is provided throughout service
· Clear procedures in place for managing intoxication
Responsible Service
When alcohol is served:
· Staff serving alcohol must be appropriately trained
· No service to visibly intoxicated persons
· No service to persons under 18 years
· Service stops at predetermined times
· Incident procedures in place for alcohol-related problems
Student Events
Student organisations may serve alcohol only with:
· Written permission from The Director of Service Delivery or The Head of Operations.
· Designated sober supervisors present
· Compliance with licensing requirements
· Risk assessment approved by the college
· Emergency procedures are clearly established

This policy will be reviewed annually and updated as necessary to reflect changes in legislation, best practice, and college activities. All staff and students are expected to familiarise themselves with this policy and contribute to maintaining safe and sustainable eating and drinking practices at Rose Bruford College.
